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Evaluating the position of the view of ecotourism and nature tourism among
tourists with the survey method and meta-analysis of strategic factors; Case
study: Masoleh

Abstract

In the direction of sustainable rural development and the enjoyment of a sustainable
livelihood for the villagers, it is possible to take advantage of the complementary
activities of agriculture in the villages. It provides welfare services and facilities in the
context of improving the quality of life and balanced distribution in the village. On
the other hand, Iran's villages have natural attractions, potential social, cultural and
environmental resources and potentials, it is a commitment in the development of
rural tourism. The research method is a survey with the method of analyzing strategic
factors in Masuleh, which was carried out in 1401. In the present research, which
uses the survey and meta-analysis method, an attempt has been made to explain the
position of tourism in the development of ecotourism in Masuleh in the framework
of strategic factor analysis (SWOT) in addition to evaluating and revising the
approaches of rural tourism development. The findings of the research show that the
type of approach in the development process of functional, strategic, structural and
strategic rural tourism, along with the commitment to sustainable rural development,
can be effective in the planning process of rural tourism. Also, the development of
health centers and infrastructures are among the main priorities for the development
of ecotourism in Masuleh.
